Creating QR codes directing to SHA webpages
If you pay attention to safe practices and remain vigilant while using the internet, QR code generators are perfectly safe to use.
[bookmark: _GoBack]There are a number of free to use online QR code generators available (e.g. Wix, QR Code Generator, QR Code Monkey) and some that are subscription based. While subscription based generators come with additional features, free versions are safe and efficient to use. 
There are two types of QR codes, static codes and dynamic codes. Static QR codes have an embedded website link (URL) that cannot be edited and dynamic QR codes are editable. Due to potential security issues with dynamic QR codes, we recommend against using them unless they are created and managed through a trusted source. We recommend using static QR codes instead, which can be replaced with a new static code if the link (URL) needs to be updated.
While many generators provide an option to include a logo, this practice is discouraged and the SHA logo (or its elements) are not to be added to QR codes.
Ways to make sure the online generator is safe to use:
1. The resulting QR code link (URL) is not modified from the original link (URL)
2. The generator doesn’t require your personal information to create the QR code
3. The generator doesn’t require you to click into a “pop up” window to download the QR code
When creating a QR code, test it to be sure it takes you directly to your SHA webpage or content when scanned and doesn’t have the ability to be edited.
